It has been a great journey for our customers and also ourselves as we have explored these wines regions together.
We have extended this regional offering one step further and bought an eighty year old vineyard in Mclaren Vale last year which will be invaluable for the Vineyard Select Mclaren Vale Shiraz , but we also have another regional wine project occurring on the quiet. 
As Angove Family Winemakers approaches its 125th anniversary, it is the perfect time to commemorate the event with the release of a new super premium Shiraz. The release celebrates the many changes that have happened over the years and at the same time recognises the founder of the company, Dr William Thomas Angove. 
Angove Family Winemakers “The Medhyk”, recalls Dr W T Angove’s birthplace of Cornwall in the South of the UK and original occupation, with “Medhyk” being the Cornish word for Doctor. 

Dr Angove travelled to Australia as a ship’s surgeon, establishing a medical practice in the fledgling township of Tea Tree Gully in the late 1800s. In 1886 he commenced wine and brandy making, primarily for his medical patients at the time, and from here, the company now known as Angove Family Winemakers grew. Along with contemporaries of the time Dr. Lindeman and Dr. Penfold they believed that wine had a wide range of medicinal benefits, a fact we know to be true today.
We are embracing the regional wine concept as a company and can see it playing a big part in our future.  Australia also has a plethora of exciting regional wines which customers from around the world will discover in the not too distant future!
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
