Varietals available for tasting will be the Sangiovese Grenache ‘08 and the Semillon Pinot Grigio Sauvignon Blanc ‘08.
Haselgrove is increasingly identified for its consistent, quality wines, whilst always offering exceptional value. The current range of award-winning HASELGROVE wines are made using a combination of traditional winemaking techniques and the best modern practices to capture the intrinsic character of 
the grape. Proudly at show are the Sovereign Series’ Shiraz ‘07, Cabernet Merlot ‘07,  Chardonnay ’08 and Semillon/Sauvignon ’08 and the ‘Vincent's Breeze Series’ Cabernet Sauvignon ’06 and Chardonnay ’07.
